(HORNDEAN AND ROWLANDS CASTLE: VARIOUS ROADS) (PROHIBITION AND RESTRICTION OF WAITING) AND (DISABLED BADGE HOLDERS ONLY PARKING) ORDER 2020
STATEMENT OF REASONS FOR 

PROPOSING TO MAKE THIS ORDER

Notice is hereby given that East Hampshire District Council pursuant to an arrangement entered into under Section 19 of the Local Government Act 2000, with the Council of the County of Hampshire, propose to make a permanent Order under the provisions of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, the effect of which will be to introduce a prohibition of waiting on lengths of Redhill Road, Hillbrow Close, Drift Road, College Close, Stansted Close, The Yews, Bridget Close, Kings Close and Castle Road, a “restriction of waiting between the hours of 9.00am and 6.00pm, Monday to Friday, inclusive” on lengths of Castle Road, a “limited waiting of 2 hours, no return within 2 hours” on a length of Redhill Road and a “limited waiting of 30 minutes, no return within 2 hours, between the hours of 8.00am and 6.00pm, Monday to Saturday, inclusive” on a length of The Green (east) and a “disabled Badge Holders Parking Only” on a length of The Green (north).
Rowlands Castle is a village with a railway station and a small number of local shops situated on The Green.  There are a number of distributor roads that meet at The Green.  One of these is Redhill Road which joins The Green with the road leading to Havant and the A3.  Redhill Road is predominately residential in nature and a significant number of properties have off street parking facilities.

In 2018 new restrictions were introduced in a number of locations including Redhill Road.  These restrictions have been reviewed and a number of minor amendments have been proposed. Several requests for additional restrictions have been made and the opportunity has been taken to include some of these in these proposals

The Parish Council have been concerned about parking at the end of the new restrictions in Redhill Road being too close to the top of the hill and obstructing sight lines especially as a large camper van often parks there.

A complaint has been received about parking taking place in Hillbrow Close which is a small cul de sac off Redhill Road.   All the properties have off street parking and are detached properties.  If vehicles park in the turning head, it is difficult to manoeuvre around them.

A request has been made for a disabled parking bay to be installed near to the shops and doctors surgery in the centre of Rowlands Castle.

Kings Close is a short close located off Castle Avenue and consists of predominantly semi-detached properties.  Most properties have some off- street parking or the capacity to create off street parking.  Complaints have been received concerning obstructive parking across driveways and in the turning head

The Yews is
a short road located off the London Road at Horndean.  There is a section of double yellow lines around the junction, but no other restrictions are currently present. We have received a number of complaints about two issues, the first being, the refuse vehicle access and secondly, the vehicles parking on the grass verge causing damage near to the bank located on the west side of the road. 

Bridget Close is a short close located off of Five Heads Road and there is a footpath leading to Five Heads Road. There are currently no restrictions in the close and we have received a complaint concerning parking related to the nearby schools.

Walden Gardens is a residential street located off Catherington Lane and is adjacent to several schools and is subject to parking at school drop off and pick up times.  New restrictions were implemented in 2018 but a single yellow line on the south side of the road was not implemented following concerns raised by a local resident.

It is proposed to install a number of lengths of yellow lines along Redhill Road together with a new limited waiting bay and amendments to the limited waiting bay along The Green and an enforceable disabled parking bay adjacent to the Doctors Surgery on The Green. 

There is a proposal to implement a length of double yellow line in Hillbrow Close to prevent parking around the close.  

It is proposed to implement a section of double yellow lines across driveways and around the turning head in Kings Close.

It is proposed to implement several sections of double yellow lines around the turning heads in The Yews together with a section of no waiting between Monday to Saturday 9am to 5pm alongside the bank o/s nos. 48-54 The Yews.

It is proposed to install a section of double yellow line around the turning head of Bridget Close and also around the junction of Tarbery Crescent.

It is proposed to revoke the single yellow line on the south side of Walden Gardens.

This Order is proposed so as to avoid danger to persons or other traffic using the roads or for preventing the likelihood of any such danger arising, and to facilitate the passage of traffic.
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
